Data collection and control:

· We collect only: email addresses; addresses and telephone numbers

· All data is in the possession and control of one person: The Data Protection Officer who is, ex officio, The Director of Concerts in the West

Why we need your data
We need to know your basic personal data in order to provide you with information about events managed by `Concerts in the West`. This is the sole purpose of our data collection.

What we do with your data

We have a Data Protection regime in place to oversee the effective and secure processing of your personal data. We do not pass your data to any other organisation nor do we take part in direct marketing
How long we keep your data

We keep your data for a period of six years or until such time as you contact us to say you no longer wish us to retain it.
What are your rights
If at any point you believe the information we process on you is incorrect you can request to see this information and have it corrected or deleted. If you wish to raise a complaint on how we have handled your personal data, you can contact us to have the matter investigated.
